My husband, Don has punched me, shoved me or kicked me on at least 10 different occasions. I am currently trying to make steps to leave the relationship, but I am afraid that if I try to do so without having this protection order in place, then Don will become physically violent to me and could seriously harm me or our 2 children. I am scared this might happen since he has made several threats to me with the last one occurring on October 22 where he told me “If I can’t have you then no one will… Just try to leave and see how much pain you’ll be in.”

     On October 22, 2016 around 5:30pm my husband, Don, came home from work and became physically violent toward me in front of our 2 children. When he came home and saw that I was still cooking dinner, he began yelling at me, “Are you fucking kidding me, you better get dinner to me now if you know what’s good for you!” His eyes looked like they were bulging out as he screamed at me. He came into the kitchen and took a pan of chicken that I was sautéing and threw it at the dining room wall. The children were sitting at the dining room table and immediately began crying upon seeing this. I asked Don to please calm down and told him I was sorry, but nothing I said helped. He took the bowl of salad on the table and dumped it out on the dining room table and then threw the bowl in my direction.

      I was scared that the objects Don was throwing were going to accidentally hit the children, so I told them to go play in their bedrooms for a little while. Don charged at me and shoved me into the stove, yelling at me, “You’re fucking worthless”, and calling me names such as “bitch”, “whore,” “slut.” I fell to the kitchen floor. Don began slapping me across my face. He slapped me so hard that he left large red marks all over my face. I got up off the floor and tried running for the front door to get help, as I was running toward the door, he kicked me in the back of my leg, causing me to trip and fall. He stood over me and threatened me, “If I can’t have you no one will…Just try to leave and see how much pain you’re in. You better watch what you do or one day you’ll find yourself sleeping in a ditch” I took these threats seriously and am afraid that he will harm me if I try to leave. 
     A few minutes later the Bellingham Police Department arrived at our home and knocked on our door. Don began screaming at me, “You fucking snitch, did you call the cops?” I told him I didn’t. We answered the door and spoke to the officers. The officer saw the red marks on my face and asked if I had been hit. I tried avoiding answering their question, but then the officers interviewed my children and they said that “Daddy was being mean and hurting Mommy.” Based on this, the officers took Don to jail and he was arrested for domestic violence (case number: 168094DV). Please see Exhibit A: Copy of police report. 
Describe the past incidents where you experienced violence, where you were afraid of injury or where the respondent threatened to harm or kill you:
     Since Don and I were married in August 2010 he has on a weekly basis threatened to harm me, by making statements such as, “You better watch your back, bitch, if you know what’s good for you,” or “I will pop you in the mouth so hard if you don’t shut up.” In early October he threatened me, “Fuck with me and you’ll end up buried. You’re afraid of the cops? You shouldn’t be afraid of the cops, the cops aren’t bad, but I’m bad. You should remember that and keep your fat ass mouth shut.”
     Around September 9, 2016 around 8pm Don and I got into an argument at our home and Don started screaming at me that I’m “worthless,” “a lying do-nothing bitch,” and that I’m a “slut who will bang anyone who asks.” I tried getting away from him and left the room but he continued following me around the house and screaming in my ear. I told him to “shut up and let me go to sleep.” He then pushed me up against the living room wall causing a small hanging shelf to fall down. He grabbed me by my throat and started choking me. He choked me so hard that I actually blacked out for about 2 minutes. When I woke up I was leaning up against the wall and Don was crying over me and shaking me, telling me “you can’t leave me, what have I done, what have I done?”
     Around winter of 2015 Don and I got into a fight after he had become very intoxicated and he grabbed his shotgun and started walking around the house holding it. I asked him what he planned on doing with it, and he told me, “Oh you’ll see…just you wait.” I told him he was scaring me, and he told me, “Good, maybe you’ll finally stop lying to be me about where you were last week, and tell me who the fuck you were with.” I told him I was visiting my mother but he would not believe me. He started following me around the house, still holding his shotgun, as I kept trying to go to different rooms to get away from him. I ran and locked myself in our bedroom and he started slamming his fist on the door, ordering me to open it. I told him if he didn’t stop then I was going to call the police, and he told me “do it! I haven’t done anything wrong, I’m standing my ground, they’ll think you’re crazy!” I was terrified that Don was going to follow through on his threats to kill me, but I didn’t think the police would believe me so I slipped out of the bedroom window and ran across the street to my neighbor’s home to get away from Don. There have been about 2-3 other incidents that have happened in 2015-2016 that were similar to this one. 
     Around July of 2011 while I was about 10 weeks pregnant, Don and I got into an argument while visiting my father in Woodinville, WA. He was very intoxicated and started yelling at me for forgetting to pack diapers and baby formula. I turned to walk away from him and he pushed me into a workbench in the garage. I went flying into the workbench and it smashed right up against my abdomen. I fell to the floor in pain and Don kicked me in my abdomen. I was in so much pain, I screamed out. My dad came running into the garage and asked what happened. Don told him that I slipped and fell. I started bleeding profusely and my dad drove me to the Evergreen Emergency Hospital. The doctor said I had massive bruising and that I had miscarried the baby. I was on bed rest for a week after this incident. 
Describe any violence or threats towards children:
Since 2014 there have been about 7different incidents where Don has punished the children by whipping them with his belt. The last time this happened was in mid-August 2016 when our 8 year-old daughter, Elizabeth, came home after playing with her friends and had gotten her clothes all muddy. She had tracked mud into the house when she came in and Don started screaming at her, “What the fuck do you think you’re doing? Get your ass outside and hose yourself off before you think of stepping foot in here! Jesus, you don’t fucking think, you inconsiderate brat!” I was out in the garden when Elizabeth came running up to me in tears, crying about what her dad just said to her. I tried calming her down, but then Don came out and grabbed her by the arm and brought her back inside. He pulled off his belt and started whipping her across the arms. This was reported to CPS but nothing ever came from it.
